Blazin’ in Beauly

The picturesque village of Beauly is situated 15 miles west of Inverness. There are regular trains and buses from
Aberdeen, Perth Glasgow and Edinburgh. Scheduled flights into Inverness Airport operate between Inverness and
London Gatwick, London Luton, Belfast City, Birmingham, Bristol, Dublin, Jersey, Manchester, Southampton.

There are also trains (10min from Inverness) and buses by Stagecoach (30mins) from Inverness to Beauly. You can
also take taxis (20mins) but do cost around between £25 and £35.

Note: Blazin’ in Beauly no longer provides uplifts and returns but we are happy to pass on arrival times to Beauly Taxis
who will pick up several people at once by minibus/taxis.

Beauly is situated around 15 miles west of Inverness. The main route into Inverness is by the A9. Coming from the A9
you follow the A82 through Inverness City Centre following the signs for A862, Kirkhill and Beauly. On the west side of
Inverness City Centre keep following the signs for the A862, Kirkhill and Beauly. Once on the A862 it will take you out of
Inverness and over the Caledonian Canal. As you go along the A862 you will pass Kirkhill. Further along the road you
will drive over a hump backed bridge and shortly after that there is the junction with the A831. Follow the A862 to the
right and you will come into Beauly.
